e Planning appeal against the issue of an Enforcement Notice re Land at Box Hill
Yard, Ashley: Naotification received that the appeal against the issue of an
Enforcement Notice regarding the erection of two storage buildings which planning
permission had been dismissed. The Planning Inspector gave three months to comply
fully with the requirements of the notices ie to demolish the two storage buildings and
racking units and remove all material from site.

e Tree Preservation Order — Land at Quarry Hill, Box: Notification that an application
for a Tree Preservation Order has been made. Whilst there are several conditions on
the land and it is highly protected against planning development it was agreed that the
Tree Preservation Order would give the land added protection.
