Agricultural building, Bybrook Meadows, Ashley

Change of use and conversion of an agricultural building to a
single dwelling with associated development including
installation of a septic tank

Objections. The previous planning application (13/02511) which
the Parish Council had objected to, had appeared to resemble a
two storey dwelling. This had been rectified. However, the
Parish Council disagree with the justification in the planning
statement for a dwelling as this has not been used for
agricultural purposes as specified in the original application and
the Parish Council feel that this is a back door way to getting
permission for a new dwelling.

St Omer, Beech Road, Box Hill

Beech tree (T10 of TOP N188) reduce oversall crown weight by
1/5" and reduce end weight of larger limbs by 1/5" to prevent
overhanging of road and reduce in length by 1.5m and remove
lowest branches up to 4.5m

Beech tree (T11) reduce end weight of major limbs by 1/5"" and
reduce hyper extended limbs by 2m and lift crown to prevent
road overhang and thin crown
